	6. toss and turn
	to move about restlessly and be unable to sleep well
	I was tossing and turning all night.

	7. Read my lips!
	a slightly impolite way of telling someone to listen to what you are saying
	Read my lips. You're not having any more ice-cream.

	8. cash in one’s chips
	1. to die
	He cashed in his chips shortly before his ninetieth birthday.

	
	2. to sell things that you own, especially shares parts of a business, because you need some money
	I think it's time to cash in our chips. It's the only way we can pay the bill.

	9. make hay while the sun shines
	to do something while the situation or conditions are right
	I've got a few hours to finish the housework before the kids come home so I might as well make hay while the sun shines.

	an aggressive remark directed at a person and intended to have a hurtful effect
	I can’t get along with my mother-in-law; she takes a dig at me every chance she gets.
